This erratum concerns Fig. 4 in the previously published article.' Due to a programming error, some of the objective
parameters were computed from one source only, not the average of the sources that correspond to the instrumentation in the
sound samples. The corrected figure and legend are shown below.

Moreover, the discussion on the parameters in Sec. II B in the previously published article' is not exactly valid in all
aspects. However, the discussion was only concerning values in Fig. 4, and naturally the listening test signals and results are
not affected by these parameters in the original article.
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
